After the completion of the first four thematic units, Subject and task of history, division of history; Area of Bosnia
and Herzegovina in prehistory and antiquity: Medieval Bosnia; Bosnia and Herzegovina in the Ottoman era
(1463-1878), and after the completion of five other thematic units during the Austro-Hungarian rule (1878-1918);
Bosnia and Herzegovina between the two world wars (1918-1941); Bosnia and Herzegovina in the Second World War
(1941-1945); Bosnia and Herzegovina in the Socialist Federal Republic of Yugoslavia (1945-1992); Bosnia and
Herzegovina in the Defense War (1992-1995), will be organized tests, or colloquial exams, which will consist of a
number of questions and tasks in order to test the acquired knowledge of students. obtained in these exams will be
included in the average grade that the student receives in the final exam.During the pre-exam obligations the student
should earn at least 50 points.

To check the acquired knowledge in the subject History of Bosnia and Herzegovina are used:

- written methods

- oral methods
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20. Assessment components:

Pre-examination obligations of the student amount to a maximum of 50 points, while at the final exam the student
can achieve a maximum of 50 points.
