15. Course aims:

The goal of theoretical teaching of physical education is to educate students about the means of activities and
teaching physical and health education in preschool and younger school age, ie. to learn which are the means that are
applied in certain parts of the class (directed and free activities), in certain ages, ie classes.

16. Learning outcomes:

Students are expected to understand the importance of applying physical and health education programs to younger
school children, and to learn a wide range of physical education tools that will serve to transform the basic
anthropological characteristics of children. It is expected that students will develop creative and organizational skills
of creating and implementing program content.

17. Course content:

18. Learning methods:

Method of oral presentation, method of indirect demonstration - video, photographs, movies.

19. Assessment methods:

Students will be assessed after gaining a certain number of points during the semester and relate to:

class attendance, activities during classes (lectures), 2 colloquia, and the final exam or remedial exams.

During the semester, a student can earn a maximum of 100 points

The student will receive points for attending lectures (15-20 points) for attending lectures, while for each absence 1
point will be deducted (for 5 maximum 5 absences of 1 point). During the semester in colloquia (2 colloquia), a student
can get a minimum of 11 and a maximum of 20 points for each colloquium.
