15. Course aims:

- Introducing students to works of children's literature:  poetic features and types of children's literature 
- An insight into individual literary works and poetics 
- Analysis and interpretation of representative literary works

- Children’s literature: definition and development, types of children's literature, 2 
- Oral literature types: fable, fairy tale, legends, riddle, anecdote, folk tale, 2 
- Myths and fairy tales, 2 
- Fable (Ezop, La Fontaine, Krilov), 2 
• Fairy tales: Structure of fairy tales, 2 
- Folk and artistic fairy tale, 2 
• Literary text (analysis and interpretation) 
Fairy tales and stories for children: C. Perrault (selection), Jakob and Wilhelm Grimm (selection), Hans Christian 
Andersen "The Emperor's New Clothes", "Girl with matches", "The Ugly Duckling", "Snow Queen", I. Brlić Mažuranić "

Students taking this course should acquire the following competencies: 
• Understanding the poetic qualities and genre specifics of children's literature;  
   Understanding of basic literary theoretical concepts. 
This course prepares the students to: 
• Independently understand and interpret literary texts; 
• Analysis of professional and scientific literature and application of acquired knowledge.

17. Course content:

16. Learning outcomes:
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With the aim of efficient teaching and meeting the set objectives and student competences, the following methods 
will be applied during the course: 
 - Teaching by multimedia 
 - Active learning techniques and active participation and student discussions;   
 - Preparation and presentation of group and individual seminar papers.

At the end of the semester, students take a written test which encompasses the material covered in lessons of the 
semester. The exam consists of theoretical questions and questions of text interpretation. As part of their pre-exam 
obligations, the students are required to write an individual or group seminar paper which will encompass specific 
topics from the syllabus. The seminar paper is handed in to the teacher in written form for review and assessment, 
and is then orally presented. All students take part in writing and presenting the group seminar paper, and their 
participation is assessed individually. A student can receive 0-10 points for a written and presented seminar paper. 
Making research assignments brings a maximum of 20 points. In addition, a student can receive 0-10 points in a 
semester for continuous activity in class.  
At the final exam, the student answers a theoretical question from the curriculum and interprets a literary text. The 
exam can be passed if the students successfully answer the question and present an acceptable interpretation of the 
selected literary text. The student can receive a maximum of 50 points in the final exam. In order for a student to pass 
the course, they need to receive a minimum of 54 points in total, with a minimum of 25 points in the final exam.
