15. Course aims:

Introducing students to the nature and function of literature, basic notions of Literary Theory and the principles of 
forming literary texts;  
Developing competences for understanding literary texts, individual analysis, comprehension and evaluation of 
literary texts.

1. General questions on the definition of literature (3 hours); 
2. Literary science (3 hours); 
3. Literary periods, directions and schools (3 hours); 
4. Literary text forms: literary genres and types (3 hours);  
5. Structure of literary text 83 hours); 
6. Voice organization of a literary text: sign and meaning (3 hours); 
7. Rrhythmic organization of the lyric poem (3 hours); 
8., 9., 10. Figures of speech (diction figures, tropes, thought figures, constructs), 9 hours; 
11.  Prose theory, prose types; Narrative and narrative discourse (3 hours); 
12. Prose text structure (3 hours); 
13.Morphology of a fairy tale/V. Propp (3 hours); 
14. Narrative poetry (3 hours); 
15.  Drama: notion and development (Antique Theater); Drama structure and types (3 hours).

Students taking these classes acquire the following competences: 
- Defining and comprehending the notions of literary science; differentiating aspects of theoretical text approach; 
- Understanding the nature of a literary text;  
- Individual comprehension and interpretation of literary texts within the aspects of its poetic particularities: classify 
literary text by type, genre, gender ...  
- Independent analysis of the structure of a literary text: recognizing the elements of the structure; 
-Recognition of stylistically marked expression: figurative language and interpretation of meaning.

16. Learning outcomes:
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In order to efficiently carry out teaching and achieve the set goals and competencies 
Students will use the following methods during the course: 
Classes are held using various multimedia teaching aids, active study and active participation of students in the 
teaching process 
- Audit exercises; 
- Preparation and presentation of group and individual seminar papers. . Various types of written assignements 
(essays, papers, seminars, etc.) as homework, in-class activities.

Seminar paper (presentation in class) and written exam. As part of their pre-exam obligations, students are required 
to prepare an individual or group seminar paper which will encompass a specific topic from the syllabus. The seminar 
paper is handed in to the teacher in written form for review and assessment, and it is then presented orally. A student 
can receive from 0 to 30 points for a written and presented seminar paper.  In addition, a student can receive 0-20 
points in a semester for continuous activity in class. At the final written exam student can achieve a maximum of 50 
points. In order for a student to pass the course, they need to receive a minimum of 54 points in total, with a 
minimum of 25 points in the final written exam.
