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18. Learning methods:

For the purpose of effective teaching and to achieve the expected goals of the course Environmental Education, on
course for a time lectures and auditory exercises used the following teaching methods:

19. Assessment methods:

A continuing presence in classes and activities throughout the semester students can achieve 20 points (20% of

the total number of points). Of these 15 points a student can achieve in the presence of the classes (lectures and
exercises) and 5 points to the active participation through discussion and debate. The successful development and
prezentacojom individual seminar work or team project on the state of the environment in the middle of where the
student (s) live (s) and recommendations for improvement of the environment (Pedagogical-psychological aspect), a
student can earn a maximum of 20 points (20% of total points).

Seminar or team project in a written submission to the teacher concerned to review and assessment, then
presented orally. Students will have one semester during partial (colloquial) assessment of areas that cover the
content of the subject to be realized, and which will be evaluated with 10 points (10% of total points). The written
assessment is organized in mid-semester. The remaining number of 50 points (50%) student achieves final test, which
is taken orally or in writing. Final written exam consists of tasks multiple choice, essay tasks or recall tasks.
