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18. Learning methods:

19. Assessment methods:

Written tests: SYN test, and essay test

b) Oral test: For oral check of the acquired knowledge following methods will be used:

- written method

- oral method.

Written method includes written tests (SYN and essay). Test will be realized through the questions and answers from
the content of the subject. The same will be done after the realization of planned lectures. The minimum number of
points to pass the written part of the exam is 30. Oral method will be applied to students which have achieved a
minimum number of points (30) in written exams.

Written test: after completion of the course, written examination are examined (SYN and essay). Students will be
offered a combination of essay questions and objective type tasks. Students who meet the written part of the exam, i.
e. they achieved 30-50 points, they can proceed to the oral exam. The date for the written exam will be told to
students at least fifteen (15) days prior to the examination. The maximum number of points a student can achieve in
the written part of the exam is 50, and the minimum to pass the test is 30 points. Lending any things between students
during exams is not allowed. Students are copy from other students or discuss during the exam will be removed from
the examination and their work will not be scored.

Oral examination: The oral exam will be conducted on the basis of several questions from the course content and the
response of students for a period of 15-30 minutes. The maximum number of points a student can achieve in this part
of the exam is 10, and the minimum in order to pass the course is 6 points.
