15. Course aims:

Students will have the opportunity to reflect on the concept and concepts of ethics and morals in the context of
literature. At the very beginning, basic ethical concepts are defined, an overview of theoretical considerations on the
relationship between ethics and aesthetics is offered, and then the research focuses on the ethical dimensions of
literary texts. By understanding literature in the ethical categories of goodness, care and friendship, students are
sensitized to critical thinking about society, culture, identity. Especially in this context, the questions of the self as
otherness, ethics as caring for others (feminist ethics).

16. Learning outcomes:

Students taking this course should acquire the following competences:

« Ability to research and understand literature in an interdisciplinary framework

» The skill of independent critical thinking

The course prepares students for:

« Understanding ethics as a philosophical discipline and literature as an aesthetic practice in the possibilities of
interpenetration, creative thinking and critical questioning

« Exploring the ethical dimensions of a literary text

« Independent understanding and interpretation of literary texts

17. Course content:

- Ethics: the notion and definition of the subject of ethics, 2

- Ancient Greek Philosophers and Aretic Ethics (Aristotle: Nicomachean Ethics), 2 hours
- Contemporary context and meaning of ethics, 2

- Ethics and Aesthetics: Theoretical Reflections on the Relationship between Ethics and Literature (Gayatri C. Spivak,
Martha C. Nussbaum, Paul Ricoeur, etc.), 2

Interpreting literary texts (literary imagination and ethical point of view)

- Ethics of virtue

- Ancient literature and virtue (selection of texts), 2

- Children's literature and virtue (stories as an example), 2

- Construct of goodness in literature (interpretation of selected texts), 4

- Friendship as an ethical model, 2

- Friendship in children's literature (interpretation of selected texts), 4

Ethics of caring

- Literature and care for others (self-others, culture and otherness), 2

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18. Learning methods:

With the aim of efficient teaching and meeting the set objectives and acquire the necessary competencies, the
following methods will be applied during the course:

- Teaching by multimedia

- Active learning techniques and active participation and student discussions

- Independent research tasks

- Preparation and presentation of group and individual seminar papers

19. Assessment methods:

At the end of the semester, students take a written test which encompasses the material covered in lessons of the
semester. The exam consists of a theoretical question and a task of text interpretation. As part of their pre-exam
obligations, the students are required to write an individual or group seminar paper which will encompass specific
topics from the syllabus. The seminar paper is handed in to the teacher in written form for review and assessment,
and is then orally presented. All students take part in writing and presenting the group seminar paper, and their
participation is assessed individually. A student can receive 0-10 points for a written and presented seminar paper.
Making research assignments brings a maximum of 20 points. In addition, a student can receive 0-10 points in a
semester for continuous activity in class.

In the final exam, the student answers a theoretical question from the curriculum and interprets a literary text. The
exam can be passed if the students successfully answer the question and make an acceptable interpretation of the
selected literary text. The student can receive a maximum of 50 points at the final exam. In order for a student to pass
the course, they need to receive a minimum of 54 points in total, with a minimum of 25 points in the final exam.
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20. Assessment components:

The exam grade is based on the total amount of points that the student receives by fulfilling pre-exam obligations and
passing exams, according to the quality of the acquired knowledge and skills, which amounts to 100 points, and is
determined according to the following scale:
