15. Course aims:

Within the course Media Culture, students will be introduced to the importance and influence of mass media in the
modern world and the importance of the concept of media culture in the educational process. Within the course,
students will be introduced to the key concepts of media culture, the development and type of media as well as
theories of media influences. Special attention will be paid to communication content dedicated to children and their
possible impact. The course will also critically analyze media messages as constructs and media reality as constructed
reality.

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18. Learning methods:

The learning methods to be used within the course will take place through interactive lectures and exercises, as well
as through the preparation of individual and group assignments. Classes will be conducted in the official languages of
Bosnia and Herzegovina. Students are required to attend a minimum of 80% of lectures / exercises.

19. Assessment methods:

The knowledge test within the course will be performed continuously throughout the semester and at the final exam.
During the semester, students will be evaluated for attendance and active participation in classes for which they will
receive a maximum of 10 points. For the presence and active participation and timely fulfillment of obligations in the
exercises, students will also be evaluated with a maximum of 10 points. During the semester, students will have two
colloquia. The first colloquium will be held in the middle of the semester and will consist of a test of 15 questions.
Each question will be scored with one point, so the total number of points for the first colloquium will be 15. The
second colloquium will be held before the end of the semester and will also consist of a test with 15 questions scored
with one point and the total number of points for the second colloquium will be 15 Students on the basis of both
colloquia can be evaluated with a maximum of 30 points. Above average active students will be evaluated with an
additional 5 points. The final exam is a written exam consisting of a test with 25 questions, of which the answer to
each question carries 2 points and the maximum number of points achieved on the basis of the final exam is 50. Oral
test will be organized for students who need additional testing. In order for a student to pass the exam, it is necessary
to achieve a cumulative 54 points, of which a minimum of 25 on the final exam.
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20. Assessment components:

The grade on the exam is based on the total number of points that the student achieves on the pre-exam obligations
and on taking the exam. The maximum number of points is 100 and is achieved according to the following scale:

Attendance at lectures 3 points

Activity in lectures 7 points

Attendance at exercises 3 points

Exercise activity 7 points

I colloquium 15 points

1I colloquium 15 points

Total pre-examination obligations 50 points
Final exam 25 - 50 points
