15. Course aims:

- To introduce students with the latest professional and methodical knowledge in the field of visual arts.
- To enable students to successfully complete the teaching of visual arts on a theoretical and practical level.

16. Learning outcomes:

- Identify the importance of contemporary art-pedagogical knowledge and trends in the design of visual arts.

- Apply acquired knowledge in the independent realization of artistic activities at school.

- To develop the ability to evaluate work in the field of performing visual arts activities in the early school year.
- To build the need for continuous learning and improvement in the field of teaching methods of visual art.

17. Course content:

- Organization of the teaching of visual arts; The basic characteristics of organizing art education, the forms of work
and the types of lessons, the correlation of the teaching of art with other contents in the school, and the planning of
works in the teaching of visual arts.

- Realization of visual arts education; Art fields, areas and techniques of work; Planning and teaching.

- General psychological and visual characteristics of children from I-11I grade as the basis for work in art education;
Annual work planning; Perform teaching with methodical examples of artwork processing.

- General psychological and visual characteristics of children from IV-VI grade as a basis for work in art education;
Annual work planning; Perform teaching with methodical examples of artwork processing.

- Monitoring, assessment and evaluation; Negative phenomena in the visual development of students

- Art culture and environment;

- Extracurricular activities, Art Therapy.
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The most significant learning methods in the course are:

- Lectures with the use of multimedia resources, active learning techniques and with active participation and
discussion of students;

- Practical exercises;

18. Learning methods:

- Preparation and presentation of group and individual seminar papers.

19. Assessment methods:

The regularity of teaching attendance is recorded separately for lectures and exercises. Students are obliged to attend
80% of lecture classes and the same number of exercises. For the severity of tuition, students must have a maximum of
10 (5 + 5) points and a minimum of 8 (4 + 4) points. During the duration of the course, the teacher will give seminar
works to the students to do. In order to fulfill the obligations assumed, the student can achieve a maximum of 10
points. During the semester, students within the exercise can achieve a maximum of (10) points. Practical work on the
exercises will be realized by students in the form of workshops, portfolios and other ways and forms of work. At the
end of the semester and at the end of the semester, students write test 1 and test 2 (continuous assessment of
knowledge). Tests cover up to date topics covered in the lecture. The test consists of multiple choice tasks. Students in
the first and second ZOTs can achieve a maximum of 20 points (10 + 10).

The final exam is written or oral. At the oral exam, the student answers five questions drawn from lectures and
exercises (5x 10 points = 50 points).

If the student decides to write in handwriting, he completes the final test with a maximum of 50 points. To qualify for
a course must have at least 54 points.
