The student is obliged to come regularly for lectures (P) and auditory exercises (AV) throughout the semester. The 
teacher will 
monitor the student's presence on a specially created form throughout the semester. For attending lectures 
the student earns 5 points, and for attending the exercises the student also earns 5 points. 
Student absences from lectures and exercises will not be tolerated. In case the student cannot attend due to illness 
lectures and exercises, in agreement with the subject assistant may reimburse them in certain terms or will 
get a task related to that part of the exercise program that was not attended, or consultation with the subject 
teacher. Also, for continuous activity in class throughout the semester, in discussions with the teacher 
it is possible to get five (5) points. 
If the student meets the above conditions without absent from lectures and exercises, and is active in classes in 
during the semester gets 5 + 5 + 5 points based on attendance and activities (total 15 points) 
Students should actively participate in the discussion with the teacher on the mentioned forms of teaching. Also, a 
teacher 
will assign students certain tasks that students need throughout the semester with the help of assistants 
executed to be ready for further follow-up. 
After each taught unit, the assistants will give partial parts of the exam. There will be 2 (two) during the course. 
Each partial part of the exam carries 35 points. So a total of 70 partial 70 points. 
Seminar paper 
The teacher will give students seminar papers during the class. Subject literature will also be offered 
teacher as well as internet use. The seminar is defended in front of all students. Seminar paper carries 10 points.
