15. Course aims:

Introducing students to the system of reading, genre specifics and content, and the functions and values !!of reading 
in the teaching of literature; 
- Developing the ability to independently understand and evaluate the content of reading in the teaching of literature; 
- Insight into separate literary opuses and creative poetics - analysis and interpretation of selected literary texts in 
the reading corpus of classroom teaching.

1. The role and importance of reading in the teaching of literature: periodization of children's literature 
(representation of the genre in the teaching of literature), readers' interests, field and purpose (2 hours); 
2. Reading: authors and opuses, analysis and interpretation of literary texts: fables, Aesop (selection), 2 hours; 
3. Fairy tales and stories for children (H. K. Andersen, Brothers Grimm, selection of texts), 2 hours;

Students who take this course acquire the following competencies: 
- Understanding children's literature, history of its development, poetic features and genre specifics 
- Acquisition of basic literary theoretical concepts and acquisition of analytical skills in understanding and 
interpreting a literary text; 
-Independent understanding, interpretation and evaluation of a literary text; 
-Analysis of professional and scientific literature and application of acquired knowledge; 
- Ability to interact and develop creative thinking.

17. Course content:

16. Learning outcomes:
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In order to effectively teach and achieve the set goals of the course and competencies 
the following methods will be used during the course: 
- Lectures with the use of multimedia tools 
- Active learning technique with the participation and discussions of students 
- Creating independent tasks 
- Preparation and presentation of group and individual seminar papers.

At the end of the semester, students take a written exam that covers topics covered in lectures and exercises during 
the semester. As part of the pre-examination obligations, male and female students are required to prepare an 
individual or group seminar paper that will cover a specific topic from the content of the subject. The seminar paper 
is submitted in writing to the subject teacher for review and assessment, and then presented orally. All students of the 
group participate in the preparation and presentation of the group seminar paper, whose participation is valorized 
individually. For the done and presented seminar paper, the student can achieve from 0 to 20 points. During the 
classes, students independently create assignments that question the contents of reading from various theoretical and 
literary theoretical aspects. The completed task brings a maximum of 10 points. Also, for continuous activity in 
lectures and exercises throughout the semester, the student can earn from 0 to 10 points. 
The final exam is written and includes a successful interpretation of a literary text and an additional question from 
the teaching content. The maximum number of points that can be achieved in the final exam is 50. 
In order for a student to pass the course, he must achieve a minimum of 54 cumulative points, of which a minimum of 
25 points in the final exam
