15. Course aims:

To enable students to understand and to adopt the most important knowledge of the particularities of the creation of 
the Ottoman state, its strengthening in military, political and economic sense. To enable students to understand the 
process of expanding the Ottoman Empire, when it has become the world power that has influenced the European and 
world events for the most decades. It is especially important for students to understand the most important 
characteristics related to the creation, strengthening, territorial expansion and acceptance of Islam in the territories 
of the Ottoman Empire since its foundation until the end of the 16th century. Adopt historical facts from the time of 
the first Ottoman ruler of Osman, through the mighty Sultan of Mehmed II el Fatih, Bajaziti II, Selima I, Sulejmana el. 
Kanunija, Selima II, Mehmeda III and Murata III. The mentioned sultans have expanded the Ottoman empire to three 
continents and led to the summit of power in military and economic terms. It is also necessary for students to become 
acquainted with the military, administrative, political and economic institutions of the empire, such as the Timarian 
System, the Ottoman Army Institute, the religious and judicial institutions, and the educational and scientific 
institutions of the Ottoman Empire. Introduce students with central authority (Sultan and Porta), and with authority 
in eyalites, sandboxes and nahije.

At the end of the semester, successful students, who have continued their duties throughout the academic year, will 
be trained to: see all the relevant components and significance related to the influence of the Ottoman Empire on 
military, political, religious and economic opportunities in Europe world. Likewise, students will be trained to follow 
the development path of the Ottoman Empire, which is the result of many wars waged by the Empire to the neighbors. 
Students will be trained to understand the overall contribution of the Ottoman Empire to the creation of valuable 
universal cultural, spiritual and architectural works.

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17. Course content:

1. Beginnings of the creation of the Ottoman state (period of the rulers of Osman and Orhan) 
2. The Ottoman state from establishment to consolidation (the period of the rule of Murata I and Bajzazita I) 
3. Establish a timeline system 
4. Spreading Islam and Religious Opposition in the Ottoman Empire 
5. The Ottoman empire from fixing to the peak of power (period of rule from Sultan Mehmed II to sultan Sulejman el 
Kanunija, 1451-1566) 
6. Period of Falling Power and Continuous Wars (1566-1603) 
7. Administrative-territorial arrangement of the Ottoman state 
8. Military Order in the Ottoman Empire 
9. Economic and social life in the Ottoman Empire 
10. Religion, culture and science in the Ottoman Empire since the founding of 1300 to 1600 
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For checking the acquired knowledge on the subject several methods will be used: 
Oral assessment (oral exam) 
Written methods (test) 
Written methods include written exams on tests - 
Colloquial exams after the first and second topic of the subject as well as the final exam. 
Lectures 
A student during the semester is obliged to come regularly to the lectures (L). The teacher will throughout the 
semester record and monitor the presence of students. By the presence on the lectures a student can achieve 12 
points. 
Absences of students on L will not be tolerated. In a case a student, due to illness, cannot attend lectures he can make 
up the same in a particular period or will receive an additional task related to the topics of individual teaching units 
that will need to be addressed individually or in consultation with the subject teacher. Also by the continuous activity 
during the semester and in discussion with the teacher he can get eight (8) points. 
If the student meets the above conditions without absences from L and performs activeness in class during the 
semester, he gets 12 + 8 points on the basis of the presence and activities (total 20 points). 
On those forms of teaching students should actively participate in the discussion with the teacher. Also, the teacher 
will give students throughout the semester specific tasks and duties related to L that they need to perform in order to 
be ready for the next topic. 
Seminar work 
Seminar work will cover specific subjects and it will be realized in consultation with available literature and sources. 
Within group projects all students are required to actively participate and contribute. In this way, students can share 
ideas, discuss, learn from one another, make final decisions and conclusions. In this way they develop their 
communication, verbal and writing skills. 
For written and defended seminar work students get 10 points. 
Colloquial exams 
After completing the first ten thematic sections and after the end of the second ten thematic sections tests or 
colloquial exams will be organized that will consist of a number of questions and tasks in order to verify the acquired 
knowledge of students. Students who approach colloquial exams are supposed to score 10 points. Grades obtained in 
these tests will enter into the average grade that the student gets after the final exam. 

19. Assessment methods:

For the purpose of the efficiency of teaching and to achieve the expected goals of the subject various teaching 
methods will be used: oral presentation, deduction, induction, analysis, synthesis, comparison of data, etc.
