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18. Learning methods:

Classes are held using various multimedia teaching aids, active study and active participation of students in the

teaching process. Various types of written assignements (essays, papers, seminars, etc.) as homework, in-class
activities.

The language of instruction is Bosnian and Turkish.

19. Assessment methods:

Over the semester, students produce two written assignements (essays) and take the final exam on a given topic. For
each of the written assignements, students can earn a maximum of 20 points. The final exam includes the topics
covered over the semester, both in the lectures and practice classes. For continued active in-class

participation over the semester students can earn a maximum of 10 points. Test points are calculated into the final
grade.
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20. Assessment components:

The minimum number of points required to pass an exam is 54:
