15. Course aims:

To make students able to: understand the notion, subject and division of historical science; to understand the 
evolution that Bosnia and Herzegovina has passed through; to adopt basic historical facts of the Bosnian prehistory 
and ancient history; to meet the most important characteristics of the medieval Bosnia, Bosnia under the Ottoman 
and Habsburg rule, the Interwar period inside the Kingdom of Yugoslavia, the Second World war period and crimes 
and destructions of material goods related to it; to adopt basic knowledge about Bosnian history during the period of 
Socialist Yugoslavia; to understand the causes, course and consequences of the Aggression and the War of 1992-1995; 
to develop patriotic feelings; to understand the present through understanding the past.

At the end of the semester, students who have continuosly worked on their duties shall be able to: understand the 
aims and subjects of historical researchings, as well as their division and periodization; to understand the historical 
ages of Bosnian past, starting with prehistory and ancient history, through the Middle Ages, Ottoman and Habsburg 
rule, the Interwar age, the Second World war, the socialist age and the years of the breakup of Yugoslavia, followed by 
the Aggression and the War of 1992-1995. Students are expected to have understood the basic facts related to the most 
important events and processes of the Bosnian history, to be able to recognize ideological projects that had its 
reflections on Bosnia and Herzegovina and that were causes of development, but also of instability of this country.

16. Learning outcomes:
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17. Course content:

1st week: Area of present-day Bosnia and Herzegovina in prehistory and ancient age. 
2nd week: Early medieval Bosnian state. 
3rd week: High medieval Bosnian state - Banate and Kingdom of Bosnia under the rule of House of Kotromanić. 
4th week: Economic and social occasions in the medieval Bosnia. 
5th week: The Ottoman conquest of Bosnia and establishment of the Ottoman authorities (1463-1580) 
6th week: The Eyalet of Bosnia (1580-1878) 
7th week: Social and economic occasions in the Eyalet of Bosnia 
8th week: the first colloquium 
9th week: Bosnia and Herzegovina inside Austria-Hungary (1878-1914) 
10th week: Bosnia and Herzegovina during the First World war (1914-1918) 
11th week: Bosnia and Herzegovina during the Interwar (1918-1941) 
12th week: Bosnia and Herzegovina during the Second World war (1941-1945) 
13th week: Bosnia and Herzegovina in the Socialist Yugoslavia (1945-1992) 
14th week: Bosnia and Herzegovina during the breakup of Yugoslavia (breakup, Aggression, War and defence, 
1992-1995) 
15th week: the second colloquium
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For testing the knowledge in this course written and oral methods will be used.  
The written methods consist of mini-tests (colloquiums), held after certain chapters, and the final written exam, held 
after all the lectures are done.
