15. Course aims:

Introducing students to the socio-historical context of the origins of the old Ottoman Turkish poetry school, cultural 
and historical circumstances in Anatolia in the13th, 14th and 15th century and their influence on the literary 
production  of  that period,with reference to the classics of Ottoman literature.Focus will also be on other, 
problematic issues related to the literary works of the Ottoman Empire. By mastering the program content, students 
will more easily recognize the particular peculiarities of the creativity of eminent authors of the 13th, 14th and 15th 
centuries.
