15. Course aims:

The aim of the course is to prepare the students to analyze the text of the novel having in mind the socio-historical 
context of the creation of the text, apply the theoretical knowledge in literature to the concrete texts of the novel 
from Turkish literature. This course is conceived as an introduction to the history and theory of the novel. The text 
includes texts from the period of the appearance of novels as a genre in Turkish literature to the post-modern period 
from the end of the 20th century. The subject also deals with the issues of the historical context in which the novel 
appears and changes.
