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Lectures, exercises. 
Teaching is conducted in Turkish and Bosnian. Lectures consist of the presentation of the theoretical part of the 
above units. Exercises consist of the practical application of the theory processed in lectures. During the semester, 
students are required to attend at least 80% of the lectures / exercises.

Two written tests during the semester and final exam. Written tests are a partial knowledge test after half of the 
thematic units processed during the semester. The final exam includes thematic units that were processed 
throughout the semester. The final grade is based on the attendance and activities of the student in lectures and 
auditory exercises, and on the basis of the results achieved on the tests and the final exam.
