15. Course aims:

The aim of the course is to analyze the development and contemporary state of standard linguistic norms of the
Bosnian, Croatian and Serbian language, contemporary phonetic and phonological system and examine the
possibilities of oral and written expression in accordance with the standard linguistic norms.

16. Learning outcomes:

After successfully completing the course, students will be able to analyze the standard linguistic norms in BiH,
examine the use of orthographic norm, analyze the phonetic and phonological system of the language, oral and
written expression and language accentology.

17. Course content:

Contemporary language situation in Bosnia and Herzegovina (with special reference to the language norm) (2 + 0);
Orthographic and orthoepic norms of the contemporary Bosnian language (comparison with the situation in the
Croatian and Serbian languages (10+ 8)

Phonetics and phonology - subject of study (2 + 0)

Phoneme as a linguistic unit, voice-phoneme relationship, phoneme functions, allophones (2 + 2)

Inventory and distribution of phonemes in Bosnian, Croatian and Serbian, syllable (6 + 4)

Phoneme alternations (8 + 6)
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18. Learning methods:

Lectures, auditory (theoretical) exercises, Individual and team / group projects (IP / GP). The individual project will
be in the form of a seminar paper, the scope, structure and presentation of which will be agreed with the teacher.
Team / group the seminar work is intended for a group of three to five students and will include a specific topic from
the field that will group to determine with the teacher. The topic of the seminar paper should be covered using the
available literature and contemporary knowledge in that field.

19. Assessment methods:

Knowledge is tested orally and in writing. Written verification of knowledge is carried out with different tests after
they have been completed lectures and exercises from certain fields. The oral way of checking knowledge is intended
for students who are in literacy scored less than the required number of points in the knowledge tests. The oral part
of the exam is realized as a conversation about the essentials topics from which there was a written test where the
student did not get the required number of points.

Tests

After the end of lectures and exercises in certain areas, the teacher will check the mastery of the material with tests
that will consist of a certain number of questions and tasks from previously processed material. About the time of
holding the written students will be notified at least fifteen days before the examination. Students who overwrite will
be removed from the exams and their tasks will not be scored. The student has passed that part of the exam if he
achieves at least 50% of the points provided for that test.

Final part of the exam (test or oral knowledge test)

In order for a student to take the final exam, he must first obtain at least 40% of the total number of points.

The second part of the exam will be organized as a written exam - a test or independent written work on one of the
three topics offered.
