15. Course aims:

To make students able to understand the most important facts regarding the emergence of the Ottoman state, its
military, political and economic strenghtening;

To make students able to understand a process of Ottoman expansion, when the Empire has become the world power
that directly affected the European and world affairs for several centuries;

It is specially important that students understand the most important attributes related to the expansion of Islam in
the areas conquered by the Ottomans, since its foundation to the end of the 16th century.

16. Learning outcomes:

At the end of the semester, successful students who have continuously worked on their duties, shall be able to:
recognize all important components and attributes related to the Ottoman influence on military, political, religious
and economic occasions in Europe and the world; to understand evolution of the Ottoman empire; to understand the
entire contribution of the Ottoman empire to building universal cultural values.
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17. Course content:

1st week: The Ottoman Empire from the conquest of Constantinople and the beginning of expansion on the Balkans
(reign of Mehmed I1),

2nd week: The Ottoman Empire under Bayezid Il and Selim I

3rd week: The Ottoman Empire under Suleyman the Magnificient - the peak of the Empire,

4th week: Ottoman relations with its neighobours - wars against Christian states in the 16th century,
5th week: Period of stagnation and wars - reign of Selim II, Murad III and Mehmed III

6th week: Administrative-territorial division of the Ottoman Empire,

7th week: Military units in the Ottoman Empire,

8th week: the first colloquium,

9th week: Timar-system,

10th week: Spread of Islam and religious occasions in the Ottoman empire

11th week: Economic and social life in the Ottoman empire,

12th week: Development of cities in the Ottoman empire,

13th week: Culture, education and science in the Ottoman empire (1300-1600)

14th week: Religion, relations between Muslims and non-muslims; religious orders,

15th week: the second colloquium
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18. Learning methods:

For the purpose of effective teaching and achievement of goals expected from this course, and the competences of
students at the end of semester, a variety of teaching methods are used at the course:
- lectures,

- consultations,
- individual projects.

19. Assessment methods:

For testing the knowledge in this course written and oral methods will be used.

The written methods consist of mini-tests (colloquiums), held after certain chapters, and the final written exam, held
after all the lectures are done.
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20. Assessment components:

Maximum number of points a student can obtain is 100, of which 50 before the final exam, and 50 on the final exam.
Before the final exam, a student can obtain maximum of 50 points at:
- attendance on lectures -7 points; - attendance on seminars - 6 points,

- activity - 7 points; - seminar work - 10 points,

- coloquiums - 20 points (2x10)

On the final exam, a student can obtain maximum of 50 points at:

- written part - 6-10 points; - oral part - 15-30 points.
