The final grade is formed based on the presence and activity of the student in the 
lectures, and based on the results obtained on the tests and the final exam.

21. Required reading list:

Pre-exam points amount to a maximum of 50 points and the maximum number of points that can be earned on the 
final exam is 50. Pre-exam points include two test over the semester, each earning a maximum of 20 points, 
attendance and in-class active participation for which students can earn a maximum of 10 point. This amounts to a 
total of 100 points (50+40+10). 
The minimum number of points required to pass an exam is 54: 
54-63=6 (six) 
64-73=7 (seven) 
74-83=8 (eight) 
84-93=9 (nine) 
94-100=10 (ten) 
with 6 being the lowest and 10 being the highest grade.
