The student needs to know the thematic units that are covered in the course and to successfully apply them in
practice, and this implies the ability to hold a high-quality class. The student should master the knowledge of the
Turkish language: expressing thoughts and feelings with the help of new vocabulary and grammar. In this way, the
student will transfer the acquired knowledge to the class in the best way and with the most adequate methods.

The aim of the course is to enable students to apply the knowledge of the Turkish language acquired in the courses in
their native profession in independent planning, analysis, and evaluation of the lesson of Turkish as a foreign
language.

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18. Learning methods:

Lectures, exercises.

Teaching is conducted in Turkish and Bosnian. Lectures consist of the presentation of the theoretical part of the
above units. Exercises consist of the practical application of the theory processed in lectures. During the semester,
students are required to attend at least 80% of the lectures / exercises.

19. Assessment methods:

Students are required to do methodical practice. Methodical practice includes: 5 lessons that the student observes in
elementary school, keeps a diary of methodical practice, writes preparations and conducts 1 experimental and 1 trial
lesson in the department. At the end of the semester, students are required to pass a final exam that includes
thematic units covered during the semester both in lectures and exercises. After the student fulfills all the pre-
examination requirements, he can take the final exam.

Student assessment methods include the following criteria:

presence and activity at lectures and exercises, which includes observing classes in schools, writing preparation for
the class, holding a trial class and written/final exam.

As for activities in lectures and exercises during the semester, the student can achieve a total of 10 pre-exam points
for attendance and activity. The final exam is written.
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20. Assessment components:

The student's pre-exam obligations amount to a maximum of 50 points, while the student can obtain a maximum of 50
points in the final exam. Pre-examination obligations include observing classes in elementary school, keeping a
methodical practice diary, and holding a trial lesson for which students must write a preparation. Observation of
classes in elementary school, keeping a diary of methodical practice carries a maximum of 10 points, a trial lesson
with preparation carries a maximum of 30 points. Attendance and activity in class can carry a maximum of 10 points.
The minimum for a passing grade is a total of 54 points.
