15. Course aims:

Introduction of principles of inheritance law, the bases of material-legal inheritance system and succession 
proceedings in BiH Federation while drawing attention to potentially different solutions in Republic of Srpska and 
Brčko District. Qualifying students to properly use the implementation of the regulations in the field of inheritance 
law. 
 
Education aimed at students being able to practically use their theoretical knowledge in solving practical issues and 
problems related to inheritance relations.

Principles of inheritance law; 
Presumptions for inheritance – death of the testator; legacy; inheritor; legal basis of inheritance; acceptance and 
waiver of inheritance; 
Legal inheritance – notion and principles; systems in comparative and domestic law, parental succession and legal 
inheritance line; 
Obligatory inheritance – legal nature; obligatory inheritors; establishment of obligatory inheritance portion; - - 
protection of the right to the obligatory portion; exclusion and deprivation of obligatory inheritors; 
Testament inheritance – notion and characteristics of testament; types of testament; contents of testament; revoke; 
keeping and interpreting testament; testament invalidity; 
Legal position of inheritors, Inheritance-legal contracts, and 
Succession proceedings. 
 
 

Having attended the classes and fulfilling their obligations, students are expected to develop: 
 
a) general competences – to be able to explain the legal and social role of inheritance and to define and explain the 
basic legal principles in the field of inheritance law 
 
b) specific competences – to acquire the necessary knowledge and educate for the proper use of the sources for this 
course; to successfully implement the acquired knowledge while working in judicial authorities, law firms, notary 
offices, and other bodies.

Test 
Tests are given given after certain segments of the curriculum and/or at the end of the semester. Students can earn a 
maximum of 75 points in tests. In order to pass the test, students need to earn at least 45 points. Test includes 5 
theoretical questions and three practical tasks. Each theoretical question is worth a maximum of 6 points while the 
practical tasks are worth 5 to 15 points. 
 
Oral component of the exam 
The oral component of the exam includes a short discussion about the most important concepts related to the course 
and students’ opinions and points of view regarding the unsettled issues about inheritance law. Students take the oral 
component of the exam in case they did not pass the test or in case they are not satisfied by the total number of points 
earned in the test.
