15. Course aims:

The acquisition of knowledge so that students would be able to understand the essence of individual legal principles 
in Marital Law and the reasons for their regulation specific to our law. Analysis of domestic court practice in order to 
evaluate our legal regulations.  
 
Education aimed at students being able to practically use their knowledge in accordance to the requirements specified 
in domestic and European law as well as in accordance to the requirements specified in international documents on 
human rights and children’s rights in particular. 

Notion, characteristics, sources and principles of Marital Law; 
Notion, subject and principles of Marital Law; Sources of Marital Law; 
Family and marriage (homo- and heterosexual) in the documents of the United Nations and the Council of Europe, in 
the legislation of the European Union and the practice of the European Court of Human Rights and the European 
Court of Justice; 
Notion and legal nature of marriage, Theoretical and legal definitions of marriage; 
Terms and conditions for the existence of marriage; Non-existing marriage; 
Terms and conditions for marriage validity; 
Procedure of contracting a marriage; 
Personal and personal-property rights and obligations of marital partners;  
Property relations of marital partners;  
Legal and contractual property regime; 
Marriage termination; Marriage termination by divorce (notion, system, cause, divorce by mutual consent); 
Mediation; Divorce procedure; Alimony; 
Notion and legal regulation of heterosexual common-law marriage; and 
Domestic violence. 

Having attended the classes and fulfilling their obligations, students are expected to develop: 
 
a) general competences – to be able to use the acquired knowledge and to develop the skills needed for employment 
and career development. 
 
b) specific competences – to acquire the knowledge on the legal principles of Marital law and educate for the proper 
use of the sources for this course; to successfully implement the acquired knowledge while working in judicial 
authorities, guardianship authorities, and other bodies.

The following assessment methods are used

Written methods include tests given after certain segments of the curriculum. Students take the oral component of 
the exam in case they did not pass the first test or in case they are not satisfied by the total number of points earned 
in tests. The oral component of the exam includes the following: students choose 4 (four cards) with questions. In 
order to pass the oral component of the exam, students need to answer at least three questions. The oral component 
also includes a shorter discussion about important concepts related to the course. 
 
Test: 
Tests are given given after certain segments of the curriculum and/or at the end of the semester. Students can earn a 
maximum of 35 points in the first test and 40 points in the second test. In order to pass the first or the second test, 
students need to earn at least 20 points per test. If students earn less than 20 points, they fail and the points earned 
are not calculated in the total number of points earned for pre-exam activities. The total number of points earned for 
two tests is 75.  
 
Oral component of the exam: 
Students take the oral component of the exam in case they did not pass the first test or in case they are not satisfied 
by the total number of points earned in tests. The oral component of the exam includes the following: students choose 
4 (four cards) with questions. In order to pass the oral component of the exam, students need to answer at least three 
questions. The oral component also includes a shorter discussion about important concepts related to the course. 
Students can earn a maximum of 50 points for the oral component of the exam.
