15. Course aims:

Introduction of property relations and the basis of material-legal regulations in BiH Federation, while drawing 
attention to potentially different solutions in Republic of Srpska and Brčko District. Qualifying students to properly 
use the implementation of the regulations in the field of property relations of marital partners. 
 
Education aimed at students being able to practically use their theoretical knowledge in solving practical issues and 
problems related to property relations.

Potential subjects of marital contract, Terms and conditions of marital contract validity; 
Subject of marital contract in comparative law; 
Notary form of marital contract in comparative law; 
Protection of interests of third parties regarding the concluding of marital contract, and 
Responsibility of marital partners for the obligations to third parties. 
 

Having attended the classes and fulfilling their obligations, students are expected to develop: 
 
a) general competences – to be able to explain the regimes of property relations of marital partners in BiH, to define  
and explain the basic legal principles in the field of property relations of marital partners 
 
b) specific competences – to acquire the necessary knowledge and educate for the proper use of the sources for this 
course; to successfully implement the acquired knowledge while working in judicial authorities, law firms, notary 
offices, and other bodies.

Test 
Tests are given given after certain segments of the curriculum and/or at the end of the semester. Students can earn a 
maximum of 50 points in tests. In order to pass the test, students need to earn at least 30 points. Test includes 10 
theoretical questions, each worth 5 points. 
 
Oral component of the exam 
The oral component of the exam includes a short discussion about the most important concepts related to the course 
and students’ opinions and points of view regarding the unsettled issues about property relations of marital partners. 
Students take the oral component of the exam in case they did not pass the test or in case they are not satisfied by the 
total number of points earned in the test.
