15. Course aims:

Introductioning the students with basic concepts and institutes of social security law. 
Within the subject of Social Security Law, the student is trained to deal with legal issues related to the exercise and 
protection of fundamental social rights, both within national borders and in international proportions, which 
primarily concern the equality of treatment with foreign and domestic workers, the equality of treatment of men and 
women in Social security (equity of payment, employment and self-employment), equality and full freedom of 
movement of workers, preservation of acquired rights at work.

2. Relation between the social security and labor law 
3. The importance of ILO conventions in the realization and protection of social security rights 
4. Fundamental principles of social security law 
5. International and European Social Security Law 
6. Significance of bilateral and regional regulation and resolution of social security rights

8. Harmonization of national legislation and its importance in social security and social protection. 

After completin the subject, it is expected that students will be able to solve problems from the domain of social 
security rights by researching, analyzing, interpreting and applying regulations, comparing legal theory and case law, 
and acquiring the necessary knowledge to carry out professional tasks after completing the studies.

17. Course content:

16. Learning outcomes:
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Teaching will be carried out through theoretical lectures of practical examples, exercises and consultations with the 
active participation of students and the preparation and presentation of papers and individual and group seminar 
papers.

In the sixth and seventh teaching week students take written exams that contain 10 questions and cover topics that 
have been previously worked in lectures and exercises. The tests consist of questions that are answered according to 
the principle of rounding off the correct answer, complementing the missing text or short essay questions that 
require answers by principle: specify or explain. Each correct answer is awarded with 2 points, so a student in one 
colloquium can score a maximum of 20 points. The minimum number of points that can be achieved at the colloquium 
is 11. The points from the colloquium are summed up and enter into total number of points won in pre-examination 
obligations. In addition to scoring the points, as part of the pre-examination obligations with 10 points, student's 
activity is also scored. For regular attendance during the semester students can achieve  10 points. The final exam is 
in speaking form and holds a maximum of 40 points. The minimum number of points that the student can achieve at 
the final exam is 22. The final  grade is formed by adding points earned in pre-exam to the number of points achieved 
at the final exam. 
A student must achieve a minimum of 54 cumulative points in order to pass the course.
