15. Course aims:

Obtaining adequate theoretical and practical knowledge necessary for understanding of bankruptcy law and
bankruptcy proceedings. Also, the acquisition of basic knowledge on the application of these institutes in practice, as
well as other options, and on the possible rehabilitation of companies.

Registration and examination of the claims of the
bankruptcy creditors (3); 9. Satisfaction of the bankruptcy creditors ninth and distribution of the bankruptcy (3); 10.
Secondary International bankruptcy and (3); 11. Reorganization of the debtor in the legislation of Bosnia and

Herzegovina (3).
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18. Learning methods:

Lectures (L) exercises and consultations with students.

19. Assessment methods:

The exam is taken through the active participation of students throughout the semester. In addition to the activities
reported in the course of teaching a student can make any individual or collective / group seminar on the current
topic in the field that treats the bankruptcy law. In addition, the indicated activities through some form of learning
and the presence in lectures, exercises, as well as consultation with the respective teacher of students throughout the
semester. It is necessary to achieve a minimum score of 54 to the student, at the end of the lecture was registered
mark / six 6 /. If the student is not satisfied with the offered grade is entitled to oral exam that is organized in
accordance with the schedule of examinations (final) which are provided for the current academic year.
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20. Assessment components:

Rating exam is based on the total number of points a student earned by completing pre-exam requirements and
exams, according to the quality of the acquired knowledge and skills, and contains a maximum of 100 points, and is
determined according to the following scale:
