1. Written test - colloquium/ or individual seminar paper - 50 points. 
Written test - colloquium covers subject matter by the middle of the semester. The maximum number of points a 
student can earn on the written preliminary part of the exam/ or the preparation of the seminar paper is 50 points. In 
order for a student to pass a written part of the exam - colloquium/ or seminar paper he must achieve at least 30 
points. 
2. Oral - final exam - 40 points 
The oral part of the exam is focused on a brief discussion on the most important parts of subject matter  as well as 
opinions and attitudes of students about the issues related to consumer law. The final exam are available to students 
who have passed the written part of the exam - colloquium/or prepare a  seminar paper.
