13. Course aims:

• Familiarize students with mining regulations, including BiH standards and legal legislation directly and indirectly

related to mining.

• Enable students to understand, analyze, and apply acquired knowledge based on theoretical foundations and practical
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examples in solving specific problems related to implementing procedures, drafting instructions, plans, and regulations.

• Enhance communication skills in both written and verbal form, while also developing practical skills and competencies.

• Encourage continuous student engagement throughout the year, ensuring active participation in all course activities and
obligations from the very beginning, with a focus on business and written communication.

• Establish two-way communication between students and professors.

14. Learning outcomes:

At the end of the semester/course, successful students who have continuously fulfilled their obligations throughout the

entire academic period will be able to:

• Use available literature to solve various problems related to this course.

• Solve problems of varying complexity, both individually and in teams, and present them in written or verbal form.

• Understand the significance of this course in solving various practical problems.

• Pass the final exam in the first scheduled exam sessions at the end of the semester.

15. Course content:

Plans for the construction of mining facilities. Spatial plans. Construction planning, missions G1, G21, G31, G41. In

accordance with the Mining Law, management of mineral resources. Conceptual projects, mining construction planning,

and mine opening for exploitation. Environmental regulations.

Design, exploration work, plan development, and obtaining the necessary permits for exploitation. Conducting feasibility

studies for investment projects. Investment programs. Urban planning approval. Conceptual design. Main project.

Construction approval as a right to exploitation. Execution of mining works.

Selection of contractors and contracting, Public Procurement Law of Bosnia and Herzegovina (ZJNBIH), technical

documentation, regulations, and standards of Bosnia and Herzegovina, with an emphasis on European Standards (EN).

Regulations for performingmining works on the surface, underground, deep drilling exploitation, and processing

operations. Regulations on occupational safety and employee health, rescue services, hazards, responsibilities, and duties

of mining companies.

Technical management in the exploitation of mineral resources. Sanctions, temporary, complete, and permanent

suspension of mining operations. Remediation of mining operation consequences. ISO standards, internal quality control.

Types of mining projects, management of technical and technological processes. Authorization of designers and reviewers,
project modifications, mining measurements, and mining inspection oversight.

16. Learning methods:

For the effective delivery of lectures and the achievement of the course's expected goals and student competencies by the

end of the semester, various teaching methods are used in the course:

• Lectures
• Team/group projects (seminar papers)

• Short tests covering the core concepts of the completed material by topics or instructional units.

17. Assessment methods:

During the entire semester, students are required to attend lectures regularly. The instructor will record and monitor

student attendance throughout the semester.

The student evaluation methods include the following criteria:

• Attendance

• Participation in class activities

• Test

• Seminar paper

• Final exam

During the semester, a student may have a maximum of three unexcused absences from lectures or three laboratory/field

exercises.

After completing certain course topics, the instructor will organize a test consisting of a set number of questions and

exercises to assess students' acquired knowledge. The test schedule will be announced to students at least seven days in

advance to allow adequate preparation.
