13. Course aims:

The goal of the course is for the student to acquire knowledge about the structure of the human body, but in such a way
that the systematic and topographical organization of the human body is seen exactly, three-dimensionally, and thus
permanently and logically understood. The aim of the module is to acquaint students with the normal morphology and
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ultrastructure of tissues and organs with a general assessment of the significance of such morphology and organization,
which willthe student should be trained to understand the structure of the human body as a whole composed of individual
structural components integrated with each other.

14. Learning outcomes:

The goal of the module is for the student to acquire knowledge about the structure of the human body, but in such a way
that the systematic and topographical organization of the human body is seen exactly, three-dimensionally, and thus
permanently and logically understood, and to acquire knowledge about the structure of individual tissues and organs, to
understand the structural and functional relationships of cells, tissues and organs of the human body, to be able to
establish the basic differences between the physiological and pathological presentation of human tissue, to understand
pathomorphological changes in the etiopathogenesis of diseases.

15. Course content:

The course content includes material from the systematic, topographic and functional anatomy of the human body,
visceral organs, heart and blood vessel system, nervous system and sensory organs.
Tissue histology. Epithelial tissue. Covering epithelium. Connective tissue. Connective cells, fibers, intercellular substance.
Division of connective tissues. Cartilage and bone tissue. Muscle tissue. Blood plasma and blood cells.Nervous tissue and
nervous system. Synapses. The passage of drugs through the blood-brain barrier. Digestive tube - general features.
Stomach, small intestine, pancreas and liver.
Respiratory system, lungs. Blood-air barrier. Cardiovascular system.
Heart, blood vessels. Urinary system.
Male and female reproductive system. Endocrine glands. Defense system. Sense organs. Skin, thick and thin skin, derivates
of epidermis.

17. Assessment methods:
