-Competent knowledge of the thematic units covered in the course (grammatical and lexical structures of the English

language listed in the course content),
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-Communicating in English at the lower intermediate level with the use of grammatical and lexical structures of the
English language listed in the course content (the basic concepts in cosmetology; face, hand, foot anatomy, the basic
procedures, skincare, manicure, pedicure),

-Understanding selected texts,

-Developing professional vocabulary through planned activities.

14. Learning outcomes:

At the end of the semester, students who continuously performed their tasks will be able to:

- use the grammatical structures of the English language listed in the course content,

- use the lexical structures of the English language listed in the course content,

- actively use the knowledge they acquired during the course on writing, reading, understanding thematic units and
speaking in English,

- continue upgrading their knowledge of the English language with more complex grammatical forms and the structure of
the English language.

15. Course content:

- Face anatomy, face shapes, types of skin (Present Simple Tense)

- Make up products and tools (Imperative; Comparatives and Superlatives)

- Hand anatomy, nail anatomy, manicure (Present Continuous Tense, connectors)
- Foot anatomy, foot diseases, pedicure (Past Simple, modal verbs)

- Salon (staff and parts), professional skills (Past Continuous)

- Body treatment, muscular and lymphatic system, massage tools (Future Simple)
- Skincare (products, tools) (Conditionals)

- Skincare (conditions, treatments) (modal verbs)

16. Learning methods:

Classes are held using various multimedia teaching aids, active study and active in-class participation of students.

The following activities for successful learning are planned: concrete experience, observation and reflection, creation of
abstract concepts and active experimentation. Preferred learning styles are: visual, auditory, reading and writing,
kinesthetic and multimodal.

The languages of instruction is English.

17. Assessment methods:

Pre-exam activities include active in-class participation and tests. Students take two tests (one at the middle of the
semester and one at the end, and they are awarded with 20 points each (40 in total). The minimum number of points
earned at the test is 10 points. Active in-class participation at the lectures is awarded with a maximum of 10 points. The
final exam is written and it covers the content covered during the semester. A maximum of 50 points is awarded for the
final exam. In order to pass the final exam, students are reqiored to earn at least 25 points.

18. Assessment components:

Pre-exam points amount to 50 (10 points for attendance and active in-class participation, and 40 points for two tests, 20
points each). A maximum of 50 points is awarded for the final exam.

In order to pass the final exam, students are required to earn a total of at least 54 cumulative points. The grades are given
as follows:

54-63=6 (six)
64-73=7 (seven)
74-83=8 (eight)
84-93=9 (nine)
94-100=10 (ten)
