The aim of the course is to introduce students to the specifics of dermatological clinical examination, dermatological
conditions and sexually transmitted diseases, as well as to the basic principles of diagnosis and therapy in
dermatovenereology.

14. Learning outcomes:

Upon successful completion of the course, the student will acquire fundamental knowledge about the role, structure, and
functions of the skin and visible mucous membranes; understand the pathogenesis of skin changes; be able to explain
dermatoses, skin tumors, and sexually transmitted diseases, as well as the specific characteristics of dermatological
patients. The student will also be able to apply methods of dermatological cosmetology.

15. Course content:

Development, structure, and functions of the skin. The system of skin efflorescence and fundamental principles of
dermatological diagnostics. Local, systemic, and physical therapy in dermatology. Erythematous and squamous
dermatoses. Diseases of sebaceous glands, hair, and nails. Infectious skin diseases. Allergic skin diseases. Precancerous
lesions; benign and malignant skin tumors; pigmentation disorders. Diseases of peripheral blood vessels. Physical and
chemical skin damage. Photodermatoses; sexually transmitted diseases. Autoimmune diseases and the skin. Skin
manifestations of gastrointestinal diseases and diabetes. Bullous dermatoses; skin changes during pregnancy; skin
conditions in newborns; dermatological cosmetology.

16. Learning methods:

The most important learning methods in this course include: lectures, active learning techniques, and student engagement
through participation and discussion.

17. Assessment methods:

Pre-exam activities carry a total of 50 points (10 points from the practical exercises colloquium; 40 points from the
midterm exam). The final exam is worth 50 points.

18. Assessment components:

The final success of the student, after all prescribed forms of knowledge assessment, is evaluated and graded as follows:
10 (A) - 95-100: Outstanding performance with no or only minor errors
