13. Course aims:

To expand students’' knowledge of the types and functions of cosmetic products.
- To develop skills for independent formulation and production of various cosmetic products.
- To introduce students to the technology, equipment and raw materials used in the modern cosmetic industry.
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- To provide an understanding of the legal framework and good manufacturing practices (GMP) in cosmetics.

14. Learning outcomes:

Upon completion of this course, the student will be able to:

- Explain the functions, mechanisms of action and basic ingredients of different types of cosmetic products.

- Select appropriate raw materials in accordance with the function, skin/hair type and technological requirements.
- Independently formulate and manufacture different cosmetic products

- Conduct basic stability and quality tests of finished products.

- Recognize and apply the principles of good manufacturing practice in the manufacture of cosmetics.

15. Course content:

Types, composition and production of cosmetic preparations for hair, nails, teeth, oral cavity and mucous membranes
-Hair care products: hair dyes and bleaches, curling, straightening and strengthening products, hair lotions
-Shampoos for washing hair and conditioners for hair care, hair styling products: formulation, surfactants, active
ingredients

-Nail care products and face makeup

-Perfumes, toilet and cologne waters

- Deodorants and antiperspirants

-Shaving and depilation products

- Products for external intimate care

- Self-tanning products

- Skin whitening products.

16. Learning methods:

Lectures, practical classes, interactive learning through workshops.
Students are required to attend lectures and actively participate in them, through discussions on the topic of the lecture.
On a special form, the teacher will record the attendance and activity of students during the semester

17. Assessment methods:

The colloquium will be held during the last laboratory exercises.
The final exam will be held after the completed semester. The exam is in the form of a written test.
