15. Course content:

Historical development, interdisciplinarity and ethical aspects of nanoscience and nanotechnology

Technological approaches to the design of nanosystems: nanoparticles, liposomes, microemulsions, multifunctional

emulsions. Nanoencapsulation of aromas, fragrances and vitamins. Nanocoating.

New ingredients: biolipids, nanoorganic gels and biopolymers. Preparation of antibacterial and self-cleaning surfaces.

Integration of proteins and peptides into cosmetic products to stimulate their own production of collagen and

extracellular matrix proteins.

Nanoparticles in cosmetic skin products.

16. Learning methods:

Lectures, seminar papers, interactive learning.
Students are required to attend lectures and actively participate in them, through discussion on the lecture topic. On a

special form, the teacher will record the attendance and activity of students during the semester.

17. Assessment methods:

Activity - max. 10 points

Seminar paper - max. 40 points

Final exam - max. 50 points

Seminar paper: during the semester, students present their seminar papers at agreed times. The final exam will be held

after the completed semester. The exam is in the form of a written test.
