• Master the basic movement structures that are being conducted in the exercises, familiarize students with the 
technique of training elements in football, as well as basic organizational forms of work, get acquainted with the 
analysis of football games as well as the importance of technical preparation for the football game, the improvement 
of the intellectual skills , Communication skills in written and verbal form, improving interactive collaboration 
between students, teachers and assistants, improving students' skills for continuous work throughout the academic 
year.
