15. Course aims:

The aims of the course are to train students with the knowledge and understanding of the basic elements of dance, 
dance structures, as well as applying them to preschool / younger and senior elementary / high school; Then 
analyzing, evaluating and solving creative problems; Improving communication skills in both written and verbal 
form, as well as their skills related to individual and group work; To keep their attention throughout the semester for 
continuous work

Dance development, its appearance and application in education, recreation, kinesitherapy and sports creativity 
• Systematization of dance structures (folk, social, artistic / dance) 
• Methodological methods of teaching and exercising dance elements, as well as choreographic ensembles, folk and 
social dance 
• Methods, tools and tools, and their application in the teaching process 
• The significance of morphological, motor, functional, cognitive, conative and sociological dimensions of man in the 
process of training and the realization of dance structures 
• Training of dancers and training process cycles 
• Contemporary approach to the theory and practice of dancing 

At the end of the semester, students will be able to: use theoretical and motor skills and skills needed in the 
implementation of program content of the dances, which are part of the educational process, and work with people of 
different ages in the field of sports recreation, kinesitherapy and sports; Categorize or demonstrate, adapt, explain, 
give an example, distinguish, compare; Creatively address the issues of this subject individually and in the team, and 
present them in written or verbal form, all in order to highlight the importance of this subject in solving various 
problems in practice and so on. 
 

17. Course content:

16. Learning outcomes:
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For the purpose of efficient teaching and achievement of the expected objectives of the subject and the competences 
of the students during the course and at the end of the semester, the following activities are planned for successful 
learning: concrete experience, observation and active experimentation. Teaching activities: visual, auditory, 
kinesthetic and teaching methods: Lectures (theoretical instruction using multimedia tools, active learning and 
discussion techniques), practical teaching (exercises), colloquia (theory and practical) 
 

Assessment of students' knowledge begins with lectures (max.8 points) and exercises (max.8 points), as well as testing 
on colloquia and seminar work (max.34 points), which means starting from the beginning of the semester. Students 
are required to earn min.50%, which amounts to 25 points, out of the total pre-contractual obligations, to validate the 
subject and gain the condition for going to the final exam. 
Students who, for justified reasons, have been absent for more than three weeks from the course during the semester, 
can not go to the final exam until they reimburse missed classes (in agreement with the subject teacher). 
The total score is obtained by summing the number of points earned from all activities during the semester. Through 
continuous activity of pre-contractual obligations throughout the semester, students can achieve 50 points (16 + 16 + 
10 + 8), which makes up 50% of the total exam, while the remaining 50% is completed on the final exam. 
Examination on the final exam is practically practically done, which is also eliminatory for further testing of 
knowledge. Then writing and / or verbally explaining the acquired knowledge. 
Practical checks will be made on the examination of the folk and social dances that are scheduled for this semester in 
the curriculum. The maximum number of points on the practical part of the exam is 32 points, and the minimum 16 
points, all below the minimum number would ultimately mean that the student did not pass the passage number. 
Written and / or verbal examination will be performed by asking questions from the subject teacher, where the 
maximum number of points is eighteen (18). The minimum number of points earned is nine (9), all below the 
minimum number, meaning that the student did not pass the passage number. 
Ultimately, with the maximum number of points scored, it would look like: 32 + 18 
The assessment of the exam is based on the total number of points the student has obtained by fulfilling the pre-
requisites and passing the exam, and according to the quality of the acquired knowledge and skills, it contains a 
maximum of 100 points and is determined according to the following scale:
