15. Course aims:

The objectives of the course are the following:

to overcome the basic movement structures (forms of movement) that are performed on the exercises, train students
to master the technique of basketball games and to learn that knowledge is transmitted in their future

work, get presentation with the basic organizational forms of work used in teaching, introduce them to the basic

the terminology currently being used in basketball practice, improve their communication skills in

written and verbal form, improve student skills related to continuous work throughout the year.

16. Learning outcomes:

Knowledge-based students from kinesiological analysis of motion and technique in basketball, knowledge of
methodological learning methods.

Basic elements of the technique of offense and defense are trained to transfer the acquired knowledge, teaching the
school.

17. Course content:

As part of the theoretical lectures on the Basketball I subject they will study the teaching units related to the
technique basketball games.

Topics relate to: analysis of basketball games, structural, functional and biomechanical analysis of basketball games,
The structure of the training process, the structural analysis of some technical elements in the basketball game, the
analysis of scientific.

Basketball achievements, topics important for organizing training and applying teaching methods and forms of work
as well as for application and implementation of diagnostic procedures in basketball.

As part of the lecture, students will also attend a part of the duties called Seminar. The content of this form of work
(15 hours in semester) refers to the work of teachers with the whole group in the sports hall (introduction to
exercises) preparing and going to Basketball competitions of different ages and levels, as well as writing works
(essays) about important facts related to basketball.
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18. Learning methods:

For the purpose of efficient teaching and achievement of the expected objectives of the subject and competences of
the students on the subject Basketball and the choice of learning methods will be tailored to the type of teaching
point.

In the implementation of the envisaged contents, the methods of verbal communication, demonstration (direct and
Indirect) and practical exercise method, analytical method (adoption by part) and synthetic method (adoption
Immediately in its entirety).

19. Assessment methods:

Examination of students' knowledge on the final exam will be practically done in the first part, which is the
eliminatory part

Exam for further testing of knowledge.

Practical knowledge testing refers to the verification of certain technical elements in the basketball game: Previously
on through exercises students enrolled the planned program of exercises of basic elements of basketball techniques.
Final exam implies knowledge checking ie technical elements adopted by students during the semester in the
situation before the determined order of performance of the elements and the intensity of the work. To select the
technical elements to be applied to the exam is in charge of the subject professor.

A written examination of knowledge refers to the examination of the teaching units which are dealt with in the
theoretical part of the lecture. The final exam is conducted in writing and orally.

Student grading methods include the following criteria: attendance at lectures (PT), attendance at

laboratory exercises (PV) and activity of students in exercises (AV), colloquia (K1 and K2), practical test term

(VI), written-oral test term (TI),

Based on the parameters that are monitored throughout the semester and the number of points they carry, the points
are at the end of the final the drops are added and based on the ranking points the subject teacher creates the final
grade.
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20. Assessment components:

Students have a maximum of 10 credits for attendance at 30 on two occasions and 30 additional points on
Final examination. Each colloquium consists of a practical (maximum of 15 points) and a theoretical (written) test
(Maximum 15 points), and the final exam is worth up to 15 points on the practical and 15 points on
Theoretical (oral) part of the exam.
