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  In the course of lectures and exercises, the didactic method will be used:

In the seventh week of the semester, the students, in the form of the NZOT, write the first partial exam, covering up to 
Then discussed topics from lectures and exercises. The maximum number of points that can be left at NZOT is 15 
points. In the last week of the semester, the students take the second partial exam in writing 
Treated topics from lectures and exercises from the second part of the semester. Student and on the second partial 
exam can to achieve a maximum of 15 points. Both tests put all the students on the subject at the same time as it is 
achieved the level of knowledge being tested, and the conditions under which the student takes the exam. 
As part of the pre-requisites, students are required to prepare an individual seminar that will cover a certain one 
Topic from the content of the subject. Seminar work is delivered in writing to the subject teacher at review and 
rating, and then be presented verbally in exercises. The student can do the seminar work to score from 0 to 10 points. 
During the whole semester students are required to attend lectures (P), and auditorial exercises (AV) on a regular 
basis.  
Teacher i the subject assistant will monitor the presence of the students throughout the semester, on a specially 
created form. For with the attendance of the lectures, the student earns 3 points, and for the attendance of the 
exercises the student can also achieve 3 points. For a continuous activity on lectures and exercises throughout the 
semester, the student can achieve 0 to 4 points. 
The final exam is oral. The right to attend the final exam are students who are on the first and second partial exams 
Have left 50% of the total number of points, have consistently performed all the duties and tasks envisaged in the 
lesson program, and created and defended seminar work. 
The maximum number of points a student can earn on an oral exam is 50. 
Checks on all forms of knowledge are recognized as a cumulative test if the result is positive afterwards of each 
individual check and is at least 50% of the total of the anticipated and / or required knowledge and skills. 
In order for a student to pass the subject must achieve at least 54 cumulative points of which at least 25 points per 
Final oral exam.
