15. Course aims:

The objectives of the subject are enabling of students, for knowledge and understanding of the basic elements of 
skiing technique; introduction to teaching methodology; gaining knowledge about the specifics of working with 
different age categories; enabling for the organization and implementation of training and competitions in alpine 
skiing. 

During the theoretical part in the subject students receive theoretical information about skiing as kinesiological 
activity through introducing and learning about:division of alpine skiing in relation to the structure of the movement;
history of skiing and alpine skiing technique;equipment, proper selection and maintenance of equipment for alpine 
skiing;forces and movements in alpine skiing;teaching methodology of alpine skiing;elements of adjustment to the ski 
equipment;basic elements of alpine skiing;alpine ski disciplines, setting up the track and the FIS rules in alpine skiing; 
physical preparation in alpine skiing as well as injuries and injury prevention.  
During the practical part of teaching, students receive theoretical-practical information about the elements of the 
techniques of basic ski school elements, a number of other ancillary techniques for the realization of learning alpine 
skiing and setup of ski polygons.

At the end of the semester students will be able to:use the theoretical and motor knowledge and skill required in the 
implementation of programs of alpine skiing in the educational process on all levels, and working with people of 
different ages in the field of sports; categorize and demonstrate, to adapt, to explain, to give an example, compare, 
spot the errors in performance; creatively solve problems of teaching subjects individually and as a team, and present 
the same in written or verbal form, all to highlight the importance of the subject in solving of problems in practice.

17. Course content:

16. Learning outcomes:
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In order to effectively teaching and to achieve the expected goals of the subject and competences of students, are 
planned activity for successful learning:actual experience, observation and active experimentation.Learning styles in 
teaching: visual, auditory, kinesthetic. Teaching methods: lectures (theoretical teaching with the use of multimedia 
resources, active learning techniques and discussions), field work (exercise). 

The assessment of students starting from lectures (max.15 points) and exercises (max.15 points), as well as testing at 
colloquia (max.20 credits), which means starting from the beginning of the semester.  Students are required to 
acquire min.50%, which is 25 points, the total pre-exam requirements, in order to validate the subject and become 
eligible for taking the final exam. The total score is obtained by summing up the maximum possible number of points 
from all activities during the semester. Through continuous activity of pre-exam obligations throughout the semester, 
students can achieve 50 points (15 + 15 + 20), which is 50% of the total exam, while the remaining 50% is on the final 
exam. Assessment of knowledge, on the final exam is done practically, in writing and / or verbally explaining the 
acquired knowledge. The student should perform the default elements of the ski technique that will be previously 
presented by the teacher and will be scored for each derived technique element at the ski slope, and after reviewing 
the video record get the final sum of points for the practical part of the exam. The maximum number of points on the 
practical part of the exam is 20 points and the minimum is 10 points, all below the minimum number would mean that 
the student did not pass the exam. Written verification is done by completing the test prepared by the subject 
teacher, where the maximum number of points is 30.  The minimum number of points scored is 15 and all below the 
minimum number would mean that the student did not pass the exam. The assessment of the exam is based on the 
total number of points the student has obtained by fulfilling the pre-requisites and passing the examination according 
to the quality of the acquired knowledge and skills, contains a maximum of 100 points and is determined according to 
the following scale:
