Written method includes written knowledge checking (ZOT and essay). Knowledge assessment will be realized
through questions and answers from the content of the subject. The same will be done after the realization of the
foreseen lectures.

Minimal the number of passes for passing the written part of the exam is 30. The oral method will be applied to
students who through the written knowledge check reaches the minimum number of points (30).

Written knowledge assessment after completing the course, the students will be able to write a written examination
of the knowledge (ZOT and essay).

Students will be offered a combination of essay questions and a series of objective types of tasks.

Students who satisfy the written part of the exam, ie the achievements of 30 to 50 points, go to the oral exam.

Term the written part of the exam will be communicated to the students at least fifteen (15) days before the event
exam.

The maximum number of points a student can earn on the written part of the exam is 50 and the minimum is to take
the exam passed, is 30 points.

Letting any stuff between the students during the exam is not allowed. Students who will be overwritten

From others or discussed during the exam will be removed from the exam and their work will not be scored.

Oral Testing Knowledge the oral part of the exam will be conducted on the basis of multiple questions from the course
content and answers of the students for the duration of 15-30 minute.

The maximum number of points a student can earn on this part of the exam is 10, and the minimum is to take the
exam passed 6 points.
