15. Course aims:

The creation of highly educated experts for work in the industry, maintaining and promoting good hygiene practices. 
Gaining knowledge of the basics and the latest professional and practical knowledge in the field of hygiene and 
sanitation, with a focus on practical application 
Problem solving in practice from the  hygiene and sanitatoon domain in industry.

Detailed presentation of the contents of the subject, aim, teaching methods, examination methods, literature, etc.
Introduction. Hygiene of air, soli, water and food.  Poisoning, intoxications and infections. Parameters that influence 
the growth and development of microorganisms. Other factors affecting the hygiene of the industry. Good Hygiene 
Practice in Industry. Disinfection. Cleaning and disinfecting agents. Mechanisms of disinfectant action. Pest Control. 
Insects, traits and species. Disinfectants. Deratization and the characteristics of the crown. Induction facilities and 
equipment. General and specific requirements for the construction of the facility in hygienic and technological terms. 
Staff hygiene. Sanitary measures and supervision. Principle of Hygiene legislative

- Know the types of danger in the industry, the ways of food contamination and its pondering. 
- Evaluate the conditions of personal hygiene of workers and discern the responsibility of everyone in maintaining 
hygiene 
- Identify types of waste and know the basics of its disposal 
- Identify pests, apply methods for their destruction 
- Identify the type of impurities, define the types of cleaning and disinfecting agents and apply it adequately 
- Combine the basics of general and specific hygiene requirements for building objects and apply them in practice 
- Apply the principles of hygiene in legislation

16. Learning outcomes:
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Lectures by the use of multimedia tools, active learning techniques, with the participation and discussion of students. 
Laboratory exercises (individual and group) and additional on-site visits (primary production and production 
facilities). Consultation with the  associate teachers and / or assistant.

The examination of the knowledge will be done through two partial tests from the respective teaching units, after the 
first half of the semester (first partial test T1) and at the end of the semester (second partial test T2). The single test 
consists of 20 questions. Both tests put all the students on the subject at the same time, thereby achieving the level of 
knowledge that is being tested and the conditions under which the student takes the exam. 
The final exam may be written and / or oral, depending on the number of points you have earned in the pre-
requisites. 
At the final exam, students who have won the required number of points can enter a final grade. Students who have 
passed a partial test put the rest of the remaining (unaddressed) part on the final exam. Students who have not passed 
a partial test, on the final, or corrective or additional corrective exam, pass the entire exam, which contains the 
questions of both partial tests). 
Students who have not passed the exam during the academic year when they first attend the course will be subject to 
the remaining test assignments under the current Act of the University in Tuzla. 
The assessment of the exam is based on the total number of points the student has obtained by fulfilling the pre-
requisites (minimum 28 points) and the completion of the final exam (minimum 26 points) according to the quality of 
the acquired knowledge and skills and contains at least 54 points or a maximum of 100 points.
