Ahmed Muradbegovic ("On God's Way"). Significant theatrical personalities in the period between the two wars in the
South Slavic space. Mihajlo Isailovi¢. Branko Gavela. Radomir - RaSa Plaovié. Dubravko Dujsin. Bojan Stupica.
Theatrical criticism between the two wars (conceptual and aesthetic confrontation).
