This course introduces students to the theory and technique of academic research, with particular emphasis on the field of

study. Includes topics: researchmethods; the most frequently used methods in the humanities; research and theory:
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scientific facts and scientific theory; phases of the research process: choosing a topic, defining a hypothesis, collecting

data, analyzing and arranging materials, writing a research report; editing the final version of the manuscript;

composition of different written compositions; writing essays and term papers; reviewwork and original scientific work;

documentary basis of the manuscript; orthographic and grammatical correctness and stylistic features of scientific

work.

14. Learning outcomes:

After listening to the lecture and successfully completing the tasks and exercises, students will be able to:

- define basic terms in the field of scientific research work

- explain and describe the main stages of the research process

- analyze procedures and activities within the main phases of the research process

- compare the basic features of professional and scientific research

- explain and describe the basic structure of the seminar paper

- apply acquired skills in writing, technical processing, presentation and presentation of the seminar work

15. Course content:

1. Historical development and definition of the concept of science.

2. Scientific method. Scientific research work.

3. Scientific research ethics.

4. Conceptual definition and logical bases of the methodology.

5. Methodological approach to research.

6. The course and main phases of the research process with an emphasis on professional research.

7. Data collection methods.

8. Arrangement, processing and professional analysis and understanding of collected data.

9. Data interpretation.

10. Preparation and writing of reports.

11. Basic characteristics of professional and scientific works with an emphasis on professional works at universities.

12. Structure, writing and technical processing of the seminar paper.

13. Collection and study of literature, selection of data,

14. writing notes, notes, quoting and how to use quotes.

15. Presentation of the seminar work.

16. Learning methods:

The following successful learning activities are planned within the course: observation and reflection, and the creation of

abstract concepts. Preferred learning styles are: visual style, auditory, social and independent. The most important

learningmethods in the course are:

- Lectures with the use of multimedia tools, active learning techniques and with active participation and discussions of

students;

- Preparation and presentation of group and individual seminar papers.

17. Assessment methods:

The student's knowledge is checked continuously during the semester. The final grade is formed as a joint grade: the

student's activities in the lectures, attendance at the lectures, preparation of the seminar paper, and the grades of the final

exam.
