15. Course aims:

The aim of the course is to introduce students to linguistic theories and main ideas about language through history
and to present the main representatives of varous schools of linguistics. We will especially focus on the most
widespread and influential linguistic theories of 20th and 21st century.

16. Learning outcomes:

At the end of the semester, successful students will be able to think critically about various linguistic theories and
approaches, especially those which marked 20th and 21st century linguistics. They will be able to read the most recent
relevant literature about this subject and do research projects about this topic.

17. Course content:

1. Beginning of linguistic thought in the West: Ancient Greece and Rome (the Sophists, Plato, Aristotle, the Stoics,
Controversies about the nature of language, Dyonisius Thrax, Varro, Priscian, Donatus), The Middle Ages: Modistae,
Boethius, Peter Helias, Petrus Hispanus, The Rennaissance: Empiricismm (Locke, Berkley, Hume, the Royal Society),
rationalism (Descartes, Port Royal) (3)
2. 18th century: Humboldt, discovery of Indian linguistics and connection of Sanskrit and European languages, 19th
