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20. Assessment components:

The final grade is formed as a sum of the total number of pre-exam points and the final exam. Pre-exam points
amount to a maximum of 60 points whereas the final exam carries 40 points. Pre-exam points include attendance and
active in-class participation, 20 points, a research paper, 40 points.
