The aim of the course is to provide students the basic principles of planning and implementation of scientific research 
work, as well as analyzing and interpreting results obtained after research, writing reports and publishing 
manuscript. The acquired knowledge will be used by students in solving specific problems in pharmaceutical 
disciplines, as well as problems related to planning, implementation and analysis of the obtained results. Also, 
students will be introduced to the most important sources of funding for scientific research.
