18. Learning methods:

Theoretical instructions: lectures with use of multimedia resources, active learning techniques, active participation 
and discussion of students; 

19. Assessment methods:

The assessment methods are tests. 
Tests are composed of different number of questions in some of the following forms: questions with multiple choices, 
questions with completion the answers, essays and schemes - recognition and description.  
 

20. Assessment components:

During the 8. week of the semester, students accede the Test  (cell, structural and functional perfection, the secrets of 
the aging of the cells, embryonal and adult stem cells, regenerative medicine) with maximum of 45 points and 24 
points as minimum. At the end of the semester students accede the Final exam (banks of stem cells, frozen embryon, 
sperms and ova, tissue engineering, therapeutic cloning, teratogenous effects of medicaments, in vitro fertilization, 
amniotic fluid) with 50 points as maximum and 27 as minimum.  
It is obligatory to achieve minimum points for each part of the exam.  
Student also achieve between 2 and 4 points for attendance during teaching process.
