18. Learning methods:

Lectures (2 hours per week, 30 hours total) and exercises (1 hour per week, 15 hours total):

Students are obliged to attend lectures and participate actively in them, through discussion on the topic of lectures.
On a special form, the teacher will note the attendance and activity of students during the semester.

19. Assessment methods:

Partial Test: Will be held in the VIII week of lectures. Includes knowledge checking in the area of knowledge of
cosmetic products and legal regulations (modules 1-7). The exam is in the form of a written test.

The final exam will be held after the IV semester is completed. Includes knowledge checking on certain types of

cosmetic products as well as unwanted reactions to cosmetic preparations (Modules 8-15). The exam is in the form of
a written test.

Seminar work: During the semester, students present seminar papers in agreed terms.

The practical part of the exam is passed through a colloquium, written in the 15th semester.
