15. Course aims:

The aim of the course is to master the basic knowledge of botany. The course will prepare students for 
pharmacognosy monitoring.

Introduction, subject, tasks and methods of botanical research, organization and plant cell function. 
Plant cell, cell organelles, protoplast secretion products, cell wall. 
Morphological Degrees of Organization; Histological organization. 
Former and durable tissues; Parenchymal, epidermis, periderm. 
Xylem, phloem, conductive bundles, mechanical tissue, excretory tissues. 
Primary structure of the tree. 
The structure of the leaf. 
Root structure. 
Metamorphosis of plants. 
Basic concepts of physiology of plants. Water regime plants. Photosynthesis. 
Respiration. 
Growth and growth of plants. 
Secondary plant metabolites. 
Biotechnology. 
Significance of plants in pharmacy. 

After attending lectures, students should master the basics of morphological, anatomical and physiological traits of 
plants. Students will acquire knowledge that will be able to apply in the work with medicinal herbs.

17. Course content:

16. Learning outcomes:
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After half of the semester (in the 8th week), the students write a test I which includes the topic that has been 
discussed since then. The test consists of multiple choice tasks, simple retrieval tasks, or essay tasks, and image / 
schema of certain tissues / organs. The first test student can achieve a maximum of 20 points. In the 13th semester, 
the students write a test II, which covers the topic covered in the lectures from the second part of the semester. The 
second test student can achieve a maximum of 20 points. As part of the pre-requisites, students are required to 
prepare individual or group seminar work that will cover a specific topic from the content of the subject. The seminar 
paper is submitted in writing and reviewed and then presented orally. All group students whose participation is 
valued individually participate in the creation and presentation of group seminar work. For the seminar work 
delivered and presented, the student can achieve 0 to 5 points. For continuous activity and presence in lectures and 
exercises throughout the semester, students can achieve 0 to 5 points.
