18. Learning methods:

Lectures using multimedia resources, techniques of active learning with active participation and discussion of
students.

19. Assessment methods:

After half of the semester, students write a test (first inter-exam) that covers up to date topics from lectures and can
reach up to 20 points. After completing the semester, the students write a test (second inter-exam) which covers the
topics covered by the lectures and can achieve a maximum of 20 points.The final exam is written. On the final exam a
student answers 10 questions from the program of the subject treated in lectures and exercises. Each correct answer
is scored with 5 points. The final exam can be passed if the student has won 26 points. The maximum number of
points a student can achieve at the oral exam is 50.
