16. Learning outcomes:
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Lectures, seminar papers 
Teaching subjects. The research methodology of biostatistics has a fund of 30 hours of theoretical teaching and 
seminars. 
Students are obliged to attend lectures and participate actively in them through discussion. 
Seminar work is mandatory as a team team project. 

Lecture (P): Regularity of class attendance: 5 points. Min 2.5 points. 
                             Teaching Activity: 5 points. Min 2.5 points. 
The student actively participates in the lecture during the lecture. During the course of the lecture, the activity can 
achieve a maximum of 5 points. Based on the activity of the lecture, it is compulsory to collect a minimum of 2.5 
points. During the semester, the student completes 2 tests (2 partial examinations), which include the complete 
theoretical instruction from the subject of the Research Methodology with biostatistics. Part I includes theoretical 
instruction in the field of Introduction to Research Methodology; Analysis of Data, Basic Epidemiological Measures, 
Hypothesis, Hypothesis Testing, Validation of Research: Systematic and Accidental Errors, Impressive Variable 
Controls, Types of Research, Pair Research and Cross-Border Studies, Coherent Research, Experimental Design, 
Selection of Statistical Tests, Planning of research with seminar work and Analysis of seminar papers. The test carries 
a maximum of 75 points. The minimum number of points that must be scored on the test is 41. 
During the semester a student is working (the final exam), which includes theoretical teaching from the subject of the 
Research Methodology with biostatistics, and refers to the verification of the knowledge from the test that was not 
passed in the regular term. 
Seminar work of a student: a student is obliged to do one seminar work as a group project. Successfully prepared and 
defended seminar work is evaluated with a maximum of 15 points. The minimum number of credits required to 
complete the seminar is 8 points. The number of credits obtained on the basis of the conducted seminar work is 
calculated by the total number of points achieved on other bases in the (final) grade.
